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HNA/VIP Makes it MUCH EASIER for 
YOU to Become a Patroller!

Over the past several years 
the HNA Volunteers in Patrol 
(VIP) has experienced a loss in 
patrollers due to members 
moving from the area, 
illnesses, and other factors.  

While we have recruited new patrollers, 
these same situations continue to impact our 
ability to keep enough patrols "on the road."     

In talking to prospective patrollers, two 
factors appear to be the biggest obstacles to 
recruitment—first, having a full Saturday 
available for the current training and 
certification and second, the fixed 
commitment of patrolling every week.  
Because of this, we are revising the 
requirements to better meet our needs for   
patrollers and assure that patrollers are 
sufficiently knowledgeable. 

We are seeking volunteers that can patrol a 
minimum of twice per monthtwice per monthtwice per monthtwice per month – a 
commitment of two to three hours.  Each 
patrol takes a little over one hour.  Putting 
the signs and light on the car used for patrol 
takes a few minutes, but to our collective 
memories, a patrol has never taken more 
than an hour and a half.  The patrol is non-
confrontational; we call the police if 
something appears to be unusual  just as we 
recommend that neighbors report unusual 

incidents or people to 911.     
    

Training requirements Training requirements Training requirements Training requirements will be in 
the form of onononon----thethethethe----jobjobjobjob (OJT) 

training.  You would accompany an existing 
patrol at least once (or until you felt 
comfortable) and then would be paired with 
an experienced patroller or other patroller of 
your choice. 

It is well known that neighborhood patrols 
are an effective crime prevention tool.  No 
burglar, thief, or vandal wants to commit his 

crime in front of prospective witnesses.  In 
effect, the neighborhood patrol becomes the 
"watchful neighbor" who is always keeping 
an eye out for what is going on in the 
neighborhood.   

In addition to helping keep our neighborhood 
safer, you will get to know your neighbors 
better, catch up on news with your fellow 
patrollers, and generally learn more about 
the neighborhood.  HNA reimburses its 
patrol drivers for using their vehicles for 
each 11 mile patrol at the standard  federal 
reimbursement rate.  Give it some thought,  
and give one of the VIP Directors a call, who 
can facilitate arrangements for training:

cannot be on between 

10 a.m. and 6 p.m. from 
April 1st until October 31st.   

Hand watering is allowed. Violations can 
result in fines of $250 to $2000.   
 
Sanitation and Recycling Sanitation and Recycling Sanitation and Recycling Sanitation and Recycling collection is 
scheduled once a week on Tuesdays in our 
neighborhood.  Recycled 
materials—paper, plastic, 
glass—should be put in the blue 
roll cart. You can even get a 
second one for free by calling 
311 and asking for one to be 
delivered.  
 
Garbage goes in the gray 
roll-cart.  You can get yours 
repaired, if needed, by calling 311 and 
requesting the repair. Each residence is 
entitled to one gray roll-cart. 
 
Fourth Monday is the time for brush and 
bulky items to be collected by the city. It is 
against the law to put out the items for 
collection before the Thursday prior to fourth 

Monday; violations can result in a $250 fine.  
The City will pick up sometime between 
Monday and Friday of the week.  Further 
details about what can and cannot be 

included in the bulk collection 
are listed on page 33 of the 
HNA Directory.

driveways.  Answer:  As long as the POD is 
in a driveway and not blocking the street, a 
few days is OK.  It is meant to be used and 
removed—packed up and taken away.  It is 
not allowed as permanent storage.  If it is 
there longer than five days or so, a concerned 
neighbor may call Councilwoman Margolin's 
office and ask her to send a Code Compliance 
investigator.
